Help us recognize outstanding leaders in the small business community.  Any individual or organization 

dedicated to the support of the small business community, including, but not limited to, trade and professional 

associations and business organizations may submit nominations.  A company/owner may self-nominate.  

SBA’s size standards (http://www.sba.gov/size) apply in defining a business as small.  Nominees must be 

residents of the U.S. or its territories and will be subject to background checks and must comply with federal 

civil rights laws.  Individuals may not be nominated for more than one award category.  See award 

descriptions below for specific nomination eligibility.  Submit completed form(s) to the SBA Portland District 

Office by e-mail to carroll.bernard@sba.gov, fax 202-481-5533 or mail U.S. Small Business Administration, 

Attn: Carroll/SBW 2011 , 601 SW Second Ave Suite 950, Portland OR, 97204-3192.

AWARD CATEGORIES (Check one)   

 

demonstrate staying power – substantiated history as an established business.  Candidates must also show 

growth in net worth and business expansion (documented with financial statements); increased jobs; increased 

sales; innovativeness of products or services; response to adversity, and; contributions to community-oriented 

projects.  Individuals who have received the small business person of the year award at the state level within 

the past five years are not eligible. While SBA assistance is not required, it is preferred.  

business and subsequently developed into a large business, and must have received SBA assistance to help the 

business grow. Having at least three years of business experience, candidates must demonstrate staying power – 

substantiated history as an established business.  Candidates must also show growth in net worth and business 

expansion (documented with financial statements); increased jobs; increased sales; innovativeness of products 

or services; response to adversity, and; contributions to community-oriented projects.  

  

Small Business Champion Awards:  Those who promote small business above and beyond the call of their 

professional duties and responsibilities, advocating the cause of small business.  To receive one of these 

awards, the small business nominee must fit within the category of the award:  

  

exporting for three years.  Financial statements document significantly increased export sales, profits and job 

growth.    

 Year:  Owner will not reach the age of 30 by June 1, 2011 and with three 

years of financial statements must demonstrate a history of success with growth in sales and profits.  Nominee 

must also show increased jobs, innovative products, and must demonstrate potential for future growth.    

-owned Small Business of the Year:  This award honors a family-owned and operated 

business which has been passed on from one generation to another with at least a 15-year track record and a 

demonstrated history of success with growth in sales and profits (documented by three years of financial 

statements), increased jobs, potential for future growth, and volunteer efforts to strengthen family-owned 

businesses in the community.    

 Champion of the Year:  Nominee assists small businesses through advocacy efforts to 

increase the usefulness and availability of accounting or financial services for small businesses.  The amount 

and quality of financial assistance provided small businesses and advocacy of legislative or regulatory changes

and improvements in the financial services or accounting industries.  Nominee may or may not be small 

business owners.  

-Based Business Champion of the Year:   Nominee has experienced the rewards and difficulties of 

owning a home-based business and has volunteered to improve the climate for these businesses. Nominee may 

or may not be small business owners.

advancement of small business opportunities for minority business owners.  Nominee may or may not be small 

business owners.  

small business opportunities for veterans of the U.S. armed forces. Nominee may or may not be veterans.
