Direct Benefits to Pennsylvanians

United Way of Pennsylvania

v'Tax Rebates — Over five million Pennsylvanians will take
home more in their pay check due to the $400 tax rebate
provided for individuals earning under $75,000 or the $800 tax
rebate for families with earnings under $150,000.

v'Federal Tax Cut — With the correction in the federal AMT
calculation, over 970,000 Pennsylvania families will have
more disposable income because they will pay less in federal
taxes.

v'College Tax Credit — An estimated 138,000 Pennsylvania
families will get extra help from the American Opportunity Tax
Credit to pay for college this fall.

vIncreased Unemployment Benefits — For Pennsylvanians
who have lost their jobs, as of March 10%", the checks they
receive every other week for unemployment compensation will
include and extra $25 per, and for those who lost their jobs as
of last September, if they are not working yet, unemployment
compensation payments will be extended to 59 weeks.
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Direct Benefits to Pennsylvanians (cont.)

United Way of Pennsylvania

v'COBRA - for some of the unemployed—those that received
health benefits on the job, the stimulus package will help them
keep their health benefits. This benefit is limited to those who
lost their jobs in the last six months. The federal government
will rebate via refundable tax credits to the employer, 65% of
the employees COBRA premium. The former employee is
required to pay the balance of the COBRA premium.

vIncreased food stamp benefits — Nearly 1.3 million
Pennsylvania families receiving food stamps will have
approximately $32 more per month to spend on food —
increasing sales in grocery stores across the state by a half
billion dollars a year.

v'Medicaid — Over two million Pennsylvanians can continue
to get health care via the Medicaid program.

v'SCHIP — With passage of the federal SCHIP bill in late
January, new federal funds helped preserve Pennsylvania’s
Cover All Kids program, which continued to sign up children
and offer health insurance to 186,000 children in the
Commonwealth.

Governors, mayors, or others making funding decisions must
certify investments have been fully vetted and are appropriate
uses of tax payer dollars.

» Grantees must submit quarterly reports detailing the use of
funds to the Granting Agency.

- Reports available on single searchable website, accessible by
the public without cost, for each federal award of $25,000 or more
over the life of any sub-award.

* PA one of 16 states General Accounting Office is monitoring.

*Applicants and sub-recipients, other than individuals, are required
to have a Dun & Bradstreet Data Universal Numbering System
(DUNS) number and to maintain a current Central Contractor
Registration.

* Whistleblowers are protected.
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Funding for Businesses

United Way of Pennsylvania

Education: $84 billion for businesses that provide services to local
schools for children, adults, dislocated workers and at-risk youth.
These services can include providing software or other equipment to
schools for training and rehabilitation, conducting research, evaluation
and strategic planning.

Energy: $43 billion for businesses that conduct energy research
related to developing clean/green energy or batteries, including fuel-
cell vehicles or that promote services that encourage energy
conservation. Projects that use biofuels, geothermal, water, wind or
solar power are included as well.
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Funding for Businesses

United Way of Pennsylvania

- Additional tax refunds for businesses with gross revenue under
$15 million

« If taxes paid in 2003-2007, you can now get some of that money
back. Previous tax law only allowed a two-year “carry back.”

* Businesses which employ workers who have been out of job for
more than 6 months/ students who left school 6 months back and
are still unemployed, will receive special tax credits

* Increased lending capability for the Small Business
Administration

- The ARRA expands the SBA'’s abilities to fund your business by
Increasing thelr uarantee percentage to 90% and increasing the
loan amount to 39 2 million. There is an additional loan program of
$35,000 per business for repayment of debt.
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Funding for Businesses

United Way of Pennsylvania

 Increased, faster depreciation

* Any items purchased for your business in 2008 or 2009 can now be
depreciated quicker and up to a higher dollar value (50%
depreciation allowance for 2008).

» Depreciation lowers the Adjusted Gross Income, which is the
number the IRS uses to decide your tax burden. Therefore,
depreciating purchases more quickly and for higher dollar amounts
lowers taxes due. One caveat: these purchases do not include “real”
property—like buildings, land, or even new walls for an office.

* If your business is in a federally recognized “Enterprise Zone"—an

economically challenged area,—there are even greater depreciation
benefits available.

Includes local thrifts, banks and non-profits that serve low-income
neighborhoods

The Stimulus law and budget plan allocate about $400 million over
two years to community lenders, a huge increase from the roughly
$50 million in 2008.

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Funding Rollout - Federal

Register in advance so you can get notice of funding
opportunities:

a. For grants (when the federal government issues a grant to an
organization to perform certain functions): register at
www.grants.gov

b. For direct contracts (when the federal government hires a
particular entity to do something): register at www.fbo.gov ['‘FBO” =
Federal Business Opportunities’]

c. For either: many agencies allow you to register directly with
them for information. For instance, the Recovery site for the
Department of Health & Human Services allows you to sign up to
receive emails or RSS feeds; see the lower right sidebar at
http://www.hhs.gov/recovery/.
