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 Help Available To Maine Small Businesses 

 With SBA Disaster Loan Applications 
 AUGUSTA, Maine - The U.S. Small Business Administration (SBA) announces today that small businesses impacted by the Nor'easter storms and flooding April 15 - 23, 2007, can get one-on-one assistance from the Maine Small Business Development Centers (SBDCs) in completing their economic injury disaster loan applications (EIDLs). 
 "We consider it important to have partners such as the Maine SBDC to assist area business owners with completing their SBA disaster business loan applications. Providing individual help is an important part of what we do to assist victims recover from a disaster," said, Frank Skaggs, Director of SBA Field Operations Center East.

 Business owners in the counties of Hancock, Somerset and Washington counties and neighboring counties of Aroostook, Franklin, Kennebec, Penobscot, Piscataquis and Waldo in the State of Maine are eligible to apply for these disaster loans from SBA.  The deadline to return economic injury applications is March 28, 2008.  

 Eligible small businesses may qualify for loans up to $1.5 million. Interest rates are available at 4 percent with loan terms up to 30 years.  These working capital loans may be used to pay fixed debts, payroll, accounts payable, and other bills that could have been paid had the disaster not occurred.  These loans are not intended to replace lost sales or profits.   SBA determines eligibility for the loans based on the size and type of the business and its financial resources.  Loan amounts and terms are set by SBA and based upon applicant's financial condition.

 “Maine SBDC’s certified business counselors have significant experience helping business owners cope with disaster,” said Maine SBDC State Director, John Massaua, “Our staff is now ready to help Maine business owners in completing their economic injury disaster loan applications."

The Centers are open 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. Monday through Friday; small business owners should make an appointment prior to visiting the Center.
