SBA offers low-interest Federa disaster loans to homeowners, renters, businesses of al sizes and private,
non-profit organizations to repair or replace property damaged or destroyed by the disaster. So far, SBA has

approved over $2.3 million in low-interest disaster loans to Washington residents and businesses hurt by the
January 6 through January 16, 2009 severe winter storms.

Disaster loans up to $200,000 are available to homeowners to repair or replace their damaged or destroyed
primary residence. Homeowners and renters are dligible for up to $40,000 to repair or replace damaged or
destroyed persona property.

Businesses of any size and private, non-profit organizations may borrow up to $2 million to repair or replace
damaged or destroyed red estate, machinery and equipment, inventory, and other business assets. SBA can
aso lend additiond funds to help homeowners and business owners with the cost of making improvements
that protect, prevent or minimize the same type of disaster damage from occurring in the future.

For small businesses and most private, non-profit organizations, SBA offers Economic Injury Disaster Loans
(EIDLSs) to help meet working capital needs caused by the disaster. EIDL assistance is available regardless of
whether the business or non-profit suffered any property damage.

Individuals and business owners unable to vist a Disaster Loan Outreach Center may contact SBA’S
Customer Service Center by calling toll-free (800) 659-2955, emailing disastercustomerservice@sba.gov, or
visting SBA’s Web site at www.shagov/services/disasterassistance.  Hearing impaired individuals may call
toll-free (800) 877-8339. Additiondly, disaster victims may now go online to file an SBA application for
disaster loan assistance. The Electronic Loan Application (ELA) is accessible via SBA’s secure Web site at
https.//disasterloan.sha.gov/ela.

The deadline to apply for property damage from the severe winter sorms is March 31, 2009. Smal
businesses and mogt, private non-profit organizations affected by the disaster have until October 30, 2009 to
apply for EIDL assistance.

(800) 621-3362, or vigting their Web site at www.fema.gov.
