By Notice No. 5000-685, SBA issued a reminder and guidance regarding the Agency's compliance with the National Environmental Policy Act, 42 U.S.C. §§ 4321, et seq. ("NEPA"). While the field is reminded of SOP 90-57, this Notice rescinds and replaces Notice No. 5000-685.  SBA recognizes the changes that have occurred in the structure of the business loan programs since SOP 90-57 was issued in 1980. Therefore, we are currently working with the Council on Environmental Quality (CEQ), a division of the Executive Office of the President which was established to monitor NEPA compliance, to review and evaluate SBA’s NEPA policy for all of our lending programs, including PLP and PCLP.    

In the near future, we will follow-up with respect to any adjustments to the SOP deemed appropriate by SBA and CEQ. We will also provide advice as to training and guidance.
