URGES RETURN OF LOAN APPLICATIONS
BEDFORD, Pa. – The U.S. Small Business Administration (SBA) urges recent fire victims to visit the Disaster Loan Outreach Center for assistance.  SBA’s Disaster Loan Representatives are available at the Center to answer questions and provide one-on-one assistance with completing the applications. 

The SBA also encourages those victims who received applications to return the completed applications even if they have insurance as quickly as possible.

Disaster loans up to $200,000 are available to homeowners to repair or replace damaged or destroyed real estate.  Homeowners and renters are eligible up to $40,000 to repair or replace damaged or destroyed personal property. Businesses of any size and private non-profit organizations may borrow up to $1.5 million to repair or replace damaged or destroyed real estate, machinery and equipment, inventory, and other business assets.  
 
For small businesses, SBA offers Economic Injury Disaster Loans (EIDLs) to help meet working capital needs caused by the disaster.  EIDL assistance is available regardless of whether the business suffered any property damage.

The deadline to return applications for physical loan applications is March 26, 2007; the deadline for returning economic injury applications is October 25, 2007.
