For small businesses only, SBA offers Economic Injury Disaster Loans to help meet working capital needs caused by the disaster.  EIDL assistance is available regardless of whether the business suffered any property damage.

Interest rates can be as low as 3.125 percent for homeowners and renters and 4.000 percent for businesses with terms up to 30 years.  Loan amounts and terms are set by SBA and are based upon each applicant’s financial condition.

Anyone unable to visit one of the Centers may obtain information about their application and the program by calling the SBA’s Customer Service Center at 1-800-659-2955 (1-800-877-8339 for the hearing-impaired), Monday through Friday from 8 a.m. until 10 p.m. and Saturday and Sunday from noon until 10 p.m. EDT.   Business loan applications can also be downloaded from www.sba.gov/services/disasterassistance.  Completed loan documents should be returned to one of the Centers or mailed to: U.S. Small Business Administration, Processing and Disbursement Center, 14925 Kingsport Road, Fort Worth, TX. 76155.

The filing deadline to return applications for property damage (expired) October 26, 2007.   The deadline to return economic injury applications is May 27, 2008.
